of the PYRAMID PLAYERS

The Pyramid Players was formed in 1977 by Brian Summers and Allan
Kimball, both of Benton, Illinois. In its earliest form, it was merely an artistic
outlet for the youth of Benton to get together during the summer months and
perform a simple production of a small cast show. (eg. Godspell, etc.) Since
this time, the group has continued to grow to its present size of over 300
members. The first production, Godspell, was performed in the Benton High
School cafeteria to a total audience of 150. The next year, 1978, the group
was able to perform in an abandoned church/movie theatre on the public
square of Benton. The building was in a bad state of disrepair and offered
no relief from the heat.

The next summer, the group was allowed to move their production to the
superb theatre facility of Rend Lake College in Ina, IL. This facility provided
not only a beautiful, air-conditioned theatre, but also was centrally located
within the Rend Lake College district. This enabled the Players to draw from
a much larger audience pool.

Since 1979, the Pyramid Players have continued to perform at the Rend
Lake College Theatre. The group and its directors continually strive to achieve
and maintain a high quality standard in Broadway Musical performances and
has used area artists in all of these performances.

In the autumn of 1988, the Benton Chamber of Commerce and the City of
Benton recognized and honored Allan Kimball and Brian Summers as Citizens
of the Year for their furthering of the arts in the area and their continued
dedication to the Pyramid Players.

The purpose that the group strives to uphold each summer is that of perfor-
mance excellence as well as that of providing a theatrical performance outlet
for the area of Franklin, Jefferson, and Williamson counties.

In the future, the group wants and plans to increase both the number of
performances given and perhaps even the number of productions formed
each season.

All persons serving in Director/Administrative positions in the group are
fully accredited and certified professionals.
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
