Since that time she has lived in 
Colorado, and now resides in Mt. Vernon. When asked her 
reason for auditioning for OLIVER!, Sue said she was 
looking for one last "Hurrah" before turning 40! 

DAVID ROCHFORD BIANCO (OLIVER) This is David's first 
production with the Pyramid Players . The son of Pat 
Rochford, he will be in the 6th grade at East Side School in 
Harrisburg.

Her favorite 
roles include Ellen in ANY WEDNESDAY, Emelia in 
OTHELLO, and Juanita in MOTHER 6. 

TERRY HOPKINS (MR. BUMBLE) A Frankl in County native 
that now resides in Mt. Vernon, Terry is the Circuit Judge 
for the 12 county Second Judicial District for the State of 
Illinois. He is a veteran of the Pyramid Players, having 
won the Outstanding Actor Award two years in a row: in 
1991 for his portrayal of Alfred P. Doolittle in MY FAIR 
LADY, and in 1992 for Daddy Warbucks in ANNIE.
